2018 Vendor Rules 









Signature required____________________________
Thank you for your interest in the 2018 Bahama Day festivities scheduled for Saturday, September 22.  These Vendor Rules are set by the Bahama Fire Department and apply to all individuals and groups, whether church, civic, nonprofit, or businesses.

Read the information below.  Keep a copy for your records.

Return completed Application, signed Vendor Rules and check or money order for approval.

Application Deadlines: The deadline for applications is September 2, 2018.  Applications postmarked after September 15, 2018 will be charged a $25 late fee.  Fees are not refundable.  Applications are reviewed and approved in the order they are received. Incomplete applications will not be reviewed or approved.  
Fees:  Booth fees will be charged according to size of booth and Vendor offerings.  Refer to Vendor sheets for specific information.  Checks or money orders made payable to Bahama Fire Department Bahama Day must be mailed with completed application to Bahama Day PO Box 153, Bahama, NC 27503.

Please initial:  _____ I understand that all fees are non- refundable.
Booth Space: Booth spaces are 10'x8' including the towing tongue.  If you need more space, purchase 2 booth spaces. No tables, chairs, tents, etc. will be provided.  Exhibitors will arrange their booths so as to not interfere or obstruct view of other booths.  Booth spaces are assigned by the Bahama Fire Department Bahama Day Vendor Committee.  There is no guarantee of receiving a particular booth location.

Participants: Only individuals and companies with a complete and approved application will be allowed to display and sell.  Exhibitors are responsible for setting up and dismantling their own booth in the designated area during the designated time frame. All Vendors are subject to inspection by the Bahama Day Committee
Festival Hours:  The Festival will operate from 10:00am to 2:00pm.  All booths are required to stay open from 10:00am to 2:00pm.  Vendors may shut down a booth during festival hours, if necessary; but no Vendor will be allowed to breakdown and leave the festival area before 2:00pm.  For safety reasons, parts of Bahama Road will be closed to traffic from 8:30am to 2:00pm.  

Setup Time:   Saturday, September 22   8:30am-9:15am

Vendors will be directed to designated booth area by the Bahama Day Committee workers during setup periods.

Vendor Check-In:  You will receive set-up information in the mail before September 20.   

Permits:  All booths will be provided a Vendor Permit for display when entering the festival area and during festival hours. Commercial food booths are required to display a Food Handling Permit.  The Bahama Fire Department is not responsible or liable for the failure of any Food Vendor to comply with State required licenses to operate and fees will not be refunded for failure to comply.  
Power and Water:  No electricity or water supply will be provided

Safety: Festival safety is critical to us all!  It is important that we work together to have a SAFE Bahama Day.  No Vendors will be allowed to sell weapons, alcohol and inappropriate adult materials, etc.  The Bahama Fire Department reserves the right to ask a Vendor to discontinue the sale of an inappropriate item on festival day. Pets are not permitted unless service animals or in a booth devoted to pets.  SPCA, etc.
Vendor Conduct:  The Bahama Fire Department desires an enjoyable day for Vendors and participates alike.  All Vendors are expected to conduct themselves in a professional and courteous manner.  Inappropriate conduct will be addressed by the Bahama Fire Department and if needed by the Durham County Sheriff department.  Vendors that fail to conduct themselves in an appropriate manner will be asked to shut down their booth and may return at the end of the festival to retrieve their property.

Release: The Bahama Fire Department is not liable for damage, injury or loss to any person or property from any cause whatsoever.  The Bahama Fire Department cannot be held responsible for any claim for damage, injury or loss arising out of or in connection with use of space or grounds in the festival.  The BDC reserves the right to approve all Vendor applications, merchandise and foods and will limit the number and type of food and Vendor offerings at the festival.  All decisions of the Bahama Fire Department will be final.

Weather: The Bahama Day 2018 rules for weather are as follows.  In the event of rain, Bahama Day vendors will be moved to the Ruritan Building.  Entertainment will be cancelled.  Children’s games will be modified. 

Approved Vendors will receive a confirmation packet with instructions about how to enter the festival area in September.
